· House of Representatives passed ACES (June)

· Senate introduced Clean Energy Jobs and American Power Act 

(September)

· Two key green jobs provisions:

ėGreen Careers Construction Demonstration Project

ėGreen Jobs Act Funding
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Senate Provisions

· Global Warming Pollution Reduction Goals: 20% by 2020, 83% by 2050

· Pollution Reduction and Investment Program: Treasury receives 25% of revenue

· EPA Authority to Regulate New Coal-Fueled Power Plants
