Property-Assessed Clean Energy (PACE)

ÅCreates financing district & 

approval process

ÅProvides upfront capital

ÅAttaches repayment 

obligation to the building

ÅIdentifies work & chooses 

contractor

ÅRepays financing as a line 

item on the property tax bill

ÅRepayment obligation 

transfers with ownership

$$ Upfront

$$ Repaid 

on tax bill
